Below are the “how to vote” preference lists for all Warrnambool City Council election candidates.

Some candidates have not compiled a formal card, but still offered suggestions. These are also
included at the end.

You don’t have to follow these preference lists and your vote will still count, but they are a handy guide
if you want to follow a particular candidate and their recommendations.

If you want a sense of who a candidate would like to see on the next council, look at the top
seven people listed on their card. If you agree with them, follow their card. If you don’t agree,
then don’t follow the card.

The main thing is to number the candidates YOU would like to see on council in order of
priority, from number 1 (your first choice) right through to number 24 (your last choice).

With only seven vacancies and a whopping 24 candidates, including 19 new faces, the heat is on to
secure a spot.

Make your vote count by filling out all 24 boxes on the ballot paper when it arrives in the mail and
posting it back straight away: don’t leave it on the fridge!
